Play the Treasure Hunt for the Treasure State 
with (Local Library Name)

Highlights include Online Fun and Prizes

(CITY NAME) --- The Montana State Library and (NAME OF LIBRARY) invite Montanans from Alzada to Zortman to participate in an online statewide scavenger hunt called “A Treasure Hunt for the Treasure State” during the week of Sunday, October 27 – Saturday, November 2. 2013.  Players will be eligible to win great prizes like iPod™ nanos and iPads™.  People can access the scavenger hunt online – anywhere, anytime – just like most library resources.  
The “Treasure Hunt” questions can be found at (your local library’s web site) or at http://mymontanalibrary.org.  Participants will find the answers by using the library electronic resources available online.  All answers must be submitted electronically and will be verified for correctness, as well as for the library resources used.  

There will be four separate contest categories with questions of varying difficulty available for students K-5, middle school, high school, and adult age groups.  New questions will be posted every day of the week beginning on Sunday, October 27 and concluding on Saturday, November 2, 2013.  Montana participants will submit their answers via an online submission form for verification.  

The questions for Sunday, October 27, 2013 are: 
Elementary:  Jeannette Rankin was the first woman ever elected to the U.S. Congress. Where was she born?? 

Middle School: Which war did the Jeannette Rankin Brigade protest in 1968?

High School:  In 1958, a senator referred to Jeannette Rankin as "one of the most fearless characters in American history." This senator was:

Adult:  In 1916, Jeannette Rankin announced her candidacy for election to the U.S. House of Representatives. Among her professional goals were women's suffrage, social justice and:

The questions for Monday, October 28, 2013 are: 

Elementary:  "Wapiti" is a Montana animal also known by what other name?
Middle School:  What president made "145 remarks" in Havre? 

High School:  Magill's Survey of American Literature lists Montana James Welch's 1987 novel, Fools Crow, within this genre:
Adult:  American Indian groups used the medicinal plant osmorhiza occidentalis to treat many different ailments. Which ailment did they not treat using this plant?
The questions for Tuesday, October 29, 2013 are: 

Elementary:  Montana is next to three Canadian Provinces. Which one is not next to Montana?
Middle School:  Find the Territory of Montana, 1879 map in the Montana Memory Project. Where can you go to see the original map?

High School:  D'Arcy McNickle was a Chippewa-Cree anthropologist and writer whose first novel, set on the Flathead Reservation, was titled:
Adult:  An article about a Montana business ran in the September 2013 edition of Entrepreneur magazine. What is the name of the business owner featured in this article?
The questions for Wednesday, October 30, 2013 are: 

Elementary:  What Montana city will be featured on a television program on the C-SPAN channel in October? 

Middle School:  In the Cobblestone magazine article "An Extraordinary Expedition," author Gaye Wilson mentions how much the United States paid France for the Louisiana Territory. How much did the U.S. pay? 

High School:  Who ran as the Democratic candidate against Republican Steve Daines for Montana's U.S. House of Representatives seat in 2012?
Adult:  According to an article written by Phil Taylor in the January 2013 issue of Environmental Forum, "Western rural counties with more than __ percent of lands in federal protected status saw jobs grow more than those with no protected federal lands."
The questions for Thursday, October 31, 2013 are: 

Elementary:  Who wrote the book Montana Chillers: 13 True Tales of Ghosts and Hauntings?
Middle School:  According to an article in the October 2009 issue of Faces, how much money have American children collected trick-or-treating for UNICEF since this tradition began in 1950?
High School:  What is the woman on the cover page of the October 29, 1932 issue of the Saturday Evening Post holding in her lap? 

Adult:  According to a Business Wire article from September 17, 2013, 75 percent of Americans prefer chocolate for Halloween treats, followed by 12 percent for which type of candy?
The questions for Friday, November 1, 2013 are: 

Elementary:  In the article "Doctor Dinosaur," we learn that Montana dinosaur expert Jack Horner found his first dinosaur fossil when he was how old? 

Middle School:  The article "Happy Horrors," which ran in Ski magazine in 2008, features an image of a skeleton from what creature? 

High School:  Thomas Meagher threw his support behind the Union in 1861 following the shelling of which fort?
Adult:  How many active breweries existed in northwest Montana as of 2011, according to a 2012 article in Montana Business Quarterly? 

The questions for Saturday, November 2, 2013 are: 

Elementary:  The city of Bozeman is named for frontiersman John M. Bozeman, who brought the first settlers in what year?
Middle School:  The Montana native who wrote "This House of Sky: Landscapes of the Western Mind" became famous as a writer and an editor. What other occupation has he held? 

High School:  How many trips to Sperry Glacier did Glacier National Park ranger Doug Follett report having made since 1961?
Adult:  A chart in the October 2007 issue of Journal of Wildlife Management highlights three areas where wolverine mortality has been studied: Glacier, Pioneer, and ___.
Winners will be announced by mid-November 2013.  Statewide prizes include six Apple iPod™ nanos, which will be presented to two winners each in the middle school, high school, and adult categories.  Two Apple iPads™ will be provided for the winning elementary school classrooms.   

All of the “Treasure Hunt” answers can be found through the electronic resources offered by participating Montana libraries.  These online library resources are provided for all Montana residents through funding from the Montana State Legislature and the Governor of Montana.  Prizes for the contest are provided by EBSCO, the vendor that provides the electronic resources used for the “Treasure Hunt for the Treasure State”.
