For those unable to use standard print materials due to visual, physical and/or reading disabilities, the Montana 

Talking Book Library (MTBL) provides free loaned digital library audio books. Materials are delivered to the users two 

ways: recorded books and playback equipment loaned free of charge through the mail and in a downloadable form for 

users with high speed internet. Currently the MTBL serves over 4,000 Montanans with free book and magazine 

services. The Montana Talking Book Library employs six staff members and receives support from nearly 100 

volunteers.  
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
